CLASS LEVELS 

 
Level I (Basic): Little to no previous class instruction in this dance form. 
 
Level II (Beginning): Class is geared toward mastering basic skills and building upon the technique learned in Level I. Pre-Requisite: Successful 
completion of Level I.  
 
Level III (Low-Intermediate): Class is intended for students with a solid dance foundation. Students will focus on developing intermediate level 
skills and vocabulary.  Teachers will challenge students with increasingly difficult exercises and combinations to build strength and proper 
technique.  
 
Pre-Requisite: Successful completion of a minimum of two years of Level II classes in dance form or permission of instructor.  
 
Level IV (Intermediate): Geared for dancers with a sound knowledge of dance technique and terminology within the discipline and ability to 
execute movements with ease. Dancers are challenged with increasing complexity in movement and skills. 
 
Pre-Requisite: Successful completion of minimum of t two years of Level III classes in dance form or permission of instructor.  
 
Level V (High-Intermediate):  Classes are structured for the serious dancer.  Teachers provide instruction on perfecting skills and performance 
technique. Classes emphasize complex combinations and mastering dance as an art form. 
 
Pre-Requisite: Successful completion of minimum of t two years of Level IV classes in dance form or permission of instructor. 
 
Level VI/VII (Advanced): Classes are structured for the advanced level student. Taught at a fast pace, combinations and exercises are complex and 
challenging.  Combinations will change direction and have more intricate rhythmic changes.  A personal commitment to work on flexibility, 
strength and constant improvement is expected at this level.  
 
Prerequisite: Permission of Director.

Who is the Royal Academy of Dance and why does MFAC Participate in RAD Exams and Presentation Classes? 
About the Royal Academy of Dance (RAD): The Royal Academy of Dance is an internationally recognized organization that provides a certification program in 
classical ballet. Highly trained and certified registered teachers administer a curriculum in dance that is approved by the UK Department of Education and follows 
UK national standards for arts education. At the end of the year, candidates for the RAD exams have been taught a carefully developed curriculum that is both 
educationally and developmentally sound. At the end of the year, candidates are assessed and educators alike can know exactly what skills have been attained, and 
where further study is required.  In this way, the RAD program is an exceptional educational extracurricular experience that serves as a viable alternative for arts 
programs that may have been reduced from traditional academic schools. A certificate is awarded to successful candidates, and provides proof that candidates 
have attained an international standard in classical dance appropriate to their age. The certificate also shows that students have been committed to working hard 
towards a high standard of achievement in the arts, in addition to their school activities. An RAD certificate provides a foundation for future teacher certification if 
students should desire to become teachers of dance. As there are few teacher certification programs available to classical ballet dancers, this is a valuable 
credential for future dancers and teachers. MFAC students have the opportunity to study the Royal Academy of Dance Ballet Method and have the opportunity to 
participate in annual RAD Exams.

Why MFAC Participates in RAD Exams and Presentation Classes:  
The MFAC Ballet Program gives students the opportunity to embark on the Royal Academy of Dance (RAD) professional training curriculum in ballet. We believe 
that the chance to be certified by an internationally recognized dance education organization is an outstanding opportunity for our students. When students 
participate in the RAD examinations or presentation classes, they have proof that they have attained a high standard in ballet. This sometimes has far-reaching 
benefits for the future, including advantages for college admission as well as the pursuit of teaching credentials. The Royal Academy of Dance employs a Board of 
Examiners who come from all over the world, but the majority of whom are from the United Kingdom.  They are internationally recognized teachers who 
themselves use the RAD syllabus in their own teaching.  Ms. Lesley Shearer, the Director of the Ballet Program at MFAC is on the Board of Examiners.  Examiners 
meet annually in London to make sure there is parity in marking. MFAC Artistic Director Melissa Dobbs and ballet faculty member Caitlyn Smith are registered and 
fully certified teachers for the RAD. An Examiner will visit our Fairfax Station studio in April to conduct the Examinations and Presentation Classes. Results of these 
assessments will then be sent by him/her to London where they are monitored and issued officially.  Mark sheets and certificates are then issued to the schools for 
distribution. 
 
Who is eligible to participate in an RAD Exam or Presentation Class? 
Any student who achieves a high technical standard and meets the minimum enrollment criteria is eligible to enter an RAD Presentation Class or an Exam.   The 
Ballet Director will determine whether a student is entered for a Presentation Class or an Exam based on a variety of factors including technical ability, maturity, 
etc.  Please see the succeeding table.  
 
 
Is Participation in an RAD Exam and Presentation Class Mandatory?  
No.  Although we encourage our students to participate in these assessments, participation in an exam or presentation class is not mandatory, even if a student 
wishes to enroll in an RAD Exam class for learning opportunities.  
 
What are the additional fees? 
Exam and Presentation Class entrance fee is $150.00 per student.  
 
Are there any additional requirements for students entering Presentation Classes or Exams?

What are the differences between and RAD Exam and a Presentation Class? 
Students who enter Examinations should be able to execute the work confidently and securely, demonstrating a firm grasp of the technique required with good 
musical timing, response and expression.  Students enter the room in groups of up to 4 at a time without the teacher being present.   They must therefore be able 
to perform all the exercises and dances without prompting.  Marks are award for each section and a mark out of 100 is awarded. 
 
40 ς 54 marks constitutes a Pass Grade 
55 ς 74 constitutes a Merit Grade 
75 ς 100 constitutes a Distinction Grade. 
 
In the past, students of MFAC have been very successful in the Examinations with approximately 70% earning the Distinction classification. 

Presentation Class 

This is a simpler and less demanding form of assessment and one ideally suited to students who are entering the RAD syllabus assessment scheme for the first 
time.

Having a Presentation Class Award to 
work towards is an ideal way of ensuring the students work with an end goal in sight which generally results in more focused learning and higher standards overall.
